Any critical needs that may require in person resources will be handled
individually on a pre-scheduled appointment basis. Please call the particular
department in Town Hall or Annex building to schedule your appointment.

Residents and those having business with the Town are encouraged to use all
online resources including the online permitting system for building permits,
and online program for payment of taxes.

Sanitation and recycling will continue to operate on their normal schedule, and
our Police and Fire Departments will continue to be fully operational.

All Town Board and Commission meetings will be cancelled or postponed until
further notice.
